Efforts of Associated Charities to Enr
lighten Public as to Danger j

It seems strange said Charles F
VYeJler secretary of the comm oit
the prevention of consumption one of
the four special committees of the Asso
ciated Charities to a Times reporter
yesterday that the one thing this
most needs It has the least of

Washington Is shown by the statistics
of the Department of Labor to have
outside of the health resorts the great
cst number of deaths from that mOst

and dreaded of alL dlseases
corisumptibn of all the c ities and
is the least prepared for and the least
protec l against it

It Is a strange thing thifct we pass
laws avid appropriate pipney for every
thing else and r though it is point
ed put clearly that this Is the very home
of the greatest of all the menaces to sb

we have passed no law In regard
to it

The public reads and Is horror
stricken at a fire In the Iroquois Theater
in Chicago on the Slocunti dIsaster in
New York or of a battle in Japan yet

an enemV in its midst
that is striking down 800 lives eyery
year that Is to say nearly three lives

ctay and is a possible murderer of us
all

One in every seven people you see
on the street here is going to die of
consumption he went on and this is
not the worst or It Practically every
person you meet has consumption
There is hardly one family that is rid
of It disease pervades every block
In the city and it is as contagious as
any other known disease

Denver and Los Angeles alone iwve
a greater average of deaths from
tuberculosis and this is because they
are consumptive resorts This is not
said for sensation These are the facts
Isnt it strange then that Congress
will do nothing to prevent It and that
the citizens themselves are blind to its
P valence It knocks at every door

ature distributed free and only recently
the consumptive dispensary has been in
existence and the proper meals have
been served from kitchen of the
Instructive Visiting Society
