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The Foster Lease.

Congress has asked of the Interior
Department all the information in
its possession concerning the much-
discussed Foster lease of certain oil
lands in the Osage Indian Reservation.
When that information reaches the
Capitol and has been carefully
scanned in committee, there will be|
much ground for surprise if Congress
does not oppose a renewal of the
lease.

A ‘certain Edwin B. TFoster per-
suaded the Interior Department to
issue this lease in 1896. Its term was
defined in the instrument itself as ten
years., Since then it has been twice
conveyed away, so that the present
heolders—whoever they may be—stand
in the light of purchasers, with their
eves open, of ali the rights granted
by the lease, and of nothing more.
This third lessee hLas subdivided the
ground covered in the lease and sub-
let those subdivisions to practical oil
well operators; and these operators,
in their turn, have sunk wells and
erected the machinery incidental to
the production of oil.

For the use of this ground and the
right to produce oil the present lease-
holding company pays the Indians a
royalty of 10 per cent of all the value
of the oil produced and the actual
operators pay io the holders of the
lease a royalty of 16 2-3 per cent.

The President and his Cabinet have
determined to renew this ten-year
lease. They base their decision on
the fact that the well operators have
spent large sums in sinking their
shafts and erecting other structures.

But this contention dues not con-
vince The Times that it is wise to
renew the lease. On the contrary it
points clearly to an altogether differ-
ent course.

In the first place the men or the
companies which sank those shafts
and set up the other structures did so
with the termination of the Foster
lease clearly before them. They did
not buy the right to occupy ground
indefinitely. Thkey bought the right
to occupy it, with whatever machin-
ery they chose to install, only for the
unexpired years of the original lease.
And they knew it.

Nothing could be better established
under the law than that the erection
of buildings on leased ground gives
the lessee no new right to the ground.
Indeed, nothing could be better estab-
lished than the contrary principle,
that ail fixed buildings erected in
leased ground pass to the owner of
the ground on the expiration of the
lease.

The Government is, therefore, un-
der no obligation whatever to protect
these operators. But, if it chooses to
do so, why must it be through the
medium of a “parent” company at an
avoidable cosi to the operators of
6 2-3 per cent? Why not lease the
ground to the operators themselves?
Or why not give the Indians this roy-
alty of 16 2-3 per cent? Or, better still,
why not assess the operators the gen-
eral rate elsewhere in forece, which
is 121-2 per cent, and.thus give the
Indians the royalty paid elsewhere?

Furthermecre, would it not be bet-
ter to desiroy this Foster lease alto-
gether? It has been often denounced
by the department. It has always |
been under suspicion and the depart—g
ment once went so far as fo abrogate |
it. As for the Indians they have pro- !
tested against it from the very day it|

was executed.

Caring for Ex-Presidents. |

Periodicaily there is propounded a !
question as to what shall be done
with ex-Presidents. Replies are nu-

merous, but nobody has yet demon- |
strated the need of doing anything
The man who reaches the Presidency,!
it is fair to assume, will be capabile |
of taking care of himself. He would
be apt to resent a movement for mal

ing him the recipient of public boun-
ty. Nor would the scheme of creat- |
ing a sort of Senatorship-at-large for:
him appeal to himself or his friends.
If his party remained in power he
would be buf an individual among,
the majority, and if his pariy were|
overthrown he would belong to an in-
effective minority. That the Presi-
dent from the people and goes
back to the people is a distinctive
and not displeasing feature of the
prevailing form of government.

An exchange, not friendly to Mr.
Roosevelt, but putting forth an amus-
igg pretense of concern, suggested re-
cently that after the expiration of his;
term he be given charge of the af-!
fairs of Santo Domingo. Of course,
this was an affront thinly veiled. It/
was an insinuation that the Executive |
was taking undue interest in the busi-|
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of neighbors, and must be
recognized as wholly without basis
of fact. What Mr. Roosevelt intends
to do perhaps has not been determin-
ed even by himself. There may be
a certainty, however, so far as mun-
dane events can be deemed certain,
that into whatever fleld he goes he
will take a bodily and mental vigor
placing him far above the average
individual with whom he may come
in contact or competition. To expeet
him in any sense to become the ward
of the nation would be an anomaly.
There is one livirg ex-President.
Many years older than Mr. Roosevelt
and not actively engaged in any spe-
cial field, he has found satisfactory
and honorable methods of secyring
an income to augment his moedest for-
tune. He doubtless is more at ease

than were he in receipt of a pension !

or holding a nominal office.

That the salary of the President
should be substantially increased is
the common opinion. If it were
doubled the head of the Government
could expend as much as required by
his station, and yet retire with enocugh
to render the question of caring for
him no longer worthy of discussion.

Purging the Senate.

It is the desire of Harper's Weekly
that the Senate be purged. The idea
is excellent. However, the selecting
of certain Senators as the ones upon
whom to begin is hardly fair. When
a Senator has been indicted, tried and
found guilty of crime there should
exist no- necessity for asking him to
resign. When he has merely been ac-
cused, and his trial is a matter of the
future, common justice demands that
a verdict be held in abeyance long
enocugh at least to be coincident with
the verdict of the Ajury. The presump-
tion of innocence should not be
waived when the defendant happens
to be a Senator instead of a tramp.

Of the statutory offender the Senate
will be purged fast enough. No legis-
lature will send back to the duties of
the station one who has been proved
recreant through viclation of specific
law. ut ke process of purging
needs to be more sweeping. It should
include the men who buy position,
who stand for special interests, ardd
who, though they escape indictment,
cannot escape condemnation. If Dela-
ware were to send Addicks, this being
cited as an instance, the act would be
disgraceful, an insult to the Common-
weaith of Delaware, to the Senate, and
tc the people at large. Yet there
are Senators who obtained place by
methods no better than Addicks is
employing, and who cannot be regard-
ed as safer guardians of the public
honor than he would be cannot be
questioned.

If Harper's can suggest the way to
do the purging doubtiess it can obtain
the moral backing of several millions
of people.

Henrik Ibsen’s Personality.
