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FIFTYEIGHTH GONGRESS
BUSIEST ON RECORD

Mecre Bills Introduced and More Laws
Enacted Than in Any Other
Body.

According to the report sent to Speak-
cr Cannon by Docket Clerk Wakefield,
ihe Congress just ended was one of the
busiest en record, there being more bills
reduced and more laws passed than
any in the history of the United

in
States
The report shows that

the total nums-
ber of bills Introduced was 13,209; simple
resolutions, 530; joint resolutions, 231,
and concurrent resoiutions, 3. The va=
rious Iouse committees reported upon
4,504 Senate acts, of which 235 were
acted upon at the first ssssion. The
House passed 1,556 of its own bills, and
w1 ¢f the Senate measures.
