Miss Jordon was closely con-
ned. and just how she eluded the guards
and succzed>d in getting bevond the
confines of the building no one knows.

The name of her intended husband
could not be ascertained at the asylum
this morning, the officials declining to
glve it out, but it {s known that he was
forrmerly an inmate of St. Elizabeth's.
It is presumed that the two knew each
other while confined, and that the man
planned the escape.

A Previous Escape.

About ten days ago the woman escap-
ed from the asylum, after walking
through the grounds for some time, to
throw off suspicion. She was captured
in Baltimore several days afterward.

When retyrned to the institution she
explained that her lover lived in Balti-
more, and she had an engagement to
meet him and could not get out of it.

Of
the Gould stocks, St. Louis Southwest-
ern preferred is being taken by an ex-
cellent class of buyers, many of the
purchases being for the account of peo-

ple who are in a position to be well in-
formed of the probable course of specu-
lative movements. The St. Louis South-
western property is stead forging
ahead as a large money-maker, owing

FOR SUMMER QUTINGS

What the City\Did for the Suffering Poorand Mothers and
Children Last Season—Much Money
Needed This Year.

“Who are those children going by in
the street cars so tired-locking and yet
making such noise and evident]y enjoy-
ing evary mcment of their rige?”

“They are the little ‘cooped-ins’ and
‘shut-ups’ of the city that have been
given a free street car ride by the sum-
mer outings commitiee.”’

““And who are these tired women and
wan-looking but gay little children tak-
irg this boat ride down the river or en-
joying this picnic in the park?” |

“They are the sick or convalescent
mothers and children of the hot, dusty,
crowded parts of the city. Tbey, too,
are given a free trip by the summer out-
ings committe.”

"And what is this city of tents right
Lere near Brightwood in Roek Creek

 Park, and this tired but gay band of

women and children roving up and down
the hills and along the water course,
who are apparently the inhabitants of
this tented city?”

“That is Camp Good WI1ll, established
for the benefit of the overburdened
mothers and the sick and wilting chil-
dren of the sweltering city. Thjs, too,
is due to the efforts of the summer out-
ings committee.”

These are some of the questions that
may be asked this summer and some
of the answers given. :

The summer _outings committee,
headed by John Joy Edson, chairman,
wiil soon be meeting to prepare for the
summer's work M relieving the tired
mothers and the sick and needy children
of the city.

Entertainment for the Poor.

Trolley rides, picnics, trips to the
parks and the zoo, boai rides down the
river, a camping tour, and many more
cutdoor affairs will be in order.

Much of this same work was done
last year, but the committee is pre-
paring to fairly outdo itself this sum-
mer. As one of the members of the
committee remarked:

““This is the kind of thing that grows,
and more and more people are coming
to recognize the blessing of it and to
lend their aid.

““It broadens the heart of the meanest
man to see a crowd of these tired
mothers and ‘cooped-ins’ going cheerily
past them on the street cars, with such
evident enjoyment, and he comes in
time to miss them and wonder what he,
too, can do to see them go past.

“Thus the benefit becognes mutual to
giver and receiver.”

To show how this fresh air work is
growing, a comparison is made of the
fund given toward it last year and the
vear before, the sums being, respec-
tively, $3,145.43 and $1,181.71, showing
that it is being more than doubleil in a
year.

The nost important of last year's ac-
tivities of the committee was the inaa-
ggration of “Camp Good Will,” in Rock
Creek Park, near Brightwood.

for the tired mothers and children of
ihe city and was on the whole a most
profitable venture. Of the $2,000 spent
$929, or nearly one-half of the sum ex-
pended, went into permanent euipment
in the way of tents, cots, blankets, ete.
Only the good things to eat and drink,
of all thc things bought, including the
iresh milk of the three cows that mada
up the Camp Good Wiil herd, proved
to be in any way perishable, However,
the committee believes that even the
money expended ‘or these things have
had seme permanent result. Many tents,
cots, and other furnisahings were Jdonat-
ed by kind-hearted people, so that the
vorth of the permanent ecquipment
really amounts to over 21,200

WCAULLY GIVEN
UF BY BONDSHEN

Alleged Fixer of Jury in
Marshal’s Hands.

Benjamin F. McCaully, recently de-
clared guilty of contenipt of court by
Justice Wright for an alleged attempt to
corrupt Benjamin F. Shaw, member of
the jury which tried Samuel Gassen-
heimer, and who was sentenced to im-
prisonment in the District jail for six
months, was today surrendered to the
court by his bondsmen.

When Mr. McCaully was sentenced he
gave bond for appeal to the Court qt
Appeals of the District for his appeag-
ance to abide the result of his appeal.

The matter was called to the attentiqn
of Justice Wright today in Criminal
Court No. 1 by Messrs. Birney & Wood-
ward, counsel for McCaully. When the
surrender was made the court grdered
that Mr. McCaully be turned over to the
marshal and be committed to jail.

Soon after Mr. McCaully was commit-
ted tc the custody of the Marshal, his
counsel filed a petition for a writ of
habeas corpus asking for the release of
Mr. McCaully on the following grounds:
First, because he is illegally held in
custody on a commitment which was
iesued without warrant of law. Second,
t the evidence offered against the
petitioner failed tq establish the charge
made against him, and again *hat the
testimony established affirmatively that
the offense, if committed at all, was
committed out of the jurisdiction of the
ccrt and not near enough to affect the
advaniswration of justice.
