_According to thé beiief of the best-
informed market interests the current
bull speculation in securities will con-
tinue for several months to come, It
is believed that prices for the greater
rumber of issues will reach a materially
higher level, and that such shares as
New York Central, Union Pacific, Read-
ing, the “S00” securities, Pennsylvania,
Erie, first preferred, St. Pav! :nd Cana-
dian Pacific will be the leadzrs in the
upward movament. At the moment
there is no reason to make the sugges-
tion that prices may move in the direc-
ticn of lower quotatiens in the near
future, snd although there are some
people (mostly sold out bulls) who are
talking about the probability of the de-
velopment of a sustained decline in the
course of the next few weeks, the gen-
eral position of gpeculation and of fac-
tors affecting the actual value of invest-
ments favors the 1dea that quotations
for the majority of stocks will sell weil
above present prices in the market of
the next few months.

There has been a good-sized reaction
in the stock market in the last fort-
night. The decline has attracted new
buyers, while it has encouraged the
leading Wall Street interests to add to
their holdings, and as a2 consequence
securities are in the hands of people
of large flnancial resources, rather than
in the posszssion of operators of lim-
ited bank accounts. The fact that stocks
are so strongly held ought to serve as
a warning to the traders who believe
that the time is ripe for a big bear
campaign in the securities markets.
Probably thzre aever has been a time
in the history of Wall street when
speculative conditions have been as fav-
orable for the bull account as at pres-
ent,

Should the price of crude copper con-
tinue at or above 15 cents a pound for
another fortnight—and thus far there is
not the slightest indication of a pros-
pective break—indications point toward

the initiation of a genuine old-fashioned :

copper boem, such as has not been ex-
perienced in the market since 1901, Al-
though the tone of the market yester-
day was frankly reactionary, Amalga-
mated Copper closed firm at 86%, with
a small fractional gain, and the minor
copper stocks dealt in upon the curb
and at Boston have all recently scored
notable advances.

Buying of American Locomotive pre-
ferred in vesterday's stock market was
for the account of interests identified
with some of the largest railroad com-
panies in the country. The accumulation
of both the common and preferred in the
last week has been based on the im-
provement in the business of the railway
equipment companies and on the expec-
tation of an active business throughout
the year. iL.ocomotive preferred is con-
sidered one of the best of the preferred
industrial f{ssues.

DHLENDORF ARRAIGNED;
GASE 1S GONTINUED

Dztectives Baur and Evans Appear to
Testify—Rehearing Tuesday,
April 2s.

Detectives Frank Baur and Charles
Evans, of headquarter’s staff. went to
Upper Marlboro, Md., this mornin< to
testify in the case of Dr. Joseph Chlen-
dorf charged with manslaughter, who
was arraigned for the second time to-
dav, ¥

Owing to the absence of important
witnesscs as to material facts the case
was continued until Tuesday, April 25.
Dr. Ohlendorf, who is out on $6,000 bond,
fixed at the time of his release after he
was convicted by the first jury which
tried him, was brought into court. He
entered a plea of mot guilty.

After his arraignment, State’s Attor-
ney M. H. Magruder and Jabes C. Rod-
gers, who will proseeute the physician,
asked for a coniinuance. Opposition
was made to this by Attorneys Marion
Ducket, of Marlboro; Charies K. Stan-
ley, of Laurel, and Robert W. Wells, of
Hyattsville, who represent the accused.

Judge George C. Merrick, who is to
try the €ase, and who has Judge J. Par-
ran Crane, of St. Mary’'s county, Md.,
on the bench with him, granted the con-
tinuance, and accepted the date sug-
gested by the Government,

Dr. Ohlendorf is accused of performing
a eriminal eoperation upon Margaret
Hale, a Government Printing Office em-
ployve, thereby bringing about her death.
The woman was brought to Washington
before she died. Qoroner Nevitt gave
a certificate in the case. After her
death in November, 1903, Willlam Hale,
of Southeast Washington, who had pass-
ed the woman off as a relative, shot
his wife and killed himself.
