QUIET STRENGTH SUCCEEDS |G

Closing Is Soft and Generally at the
Bottom Prices—Foreign Declines
Declared Misleading.

NEW YORK, May 13—The stock
market cpened with a reactionary tone
and, ¢n the whole, close to the London
quotations.  There were losses of 1 per
cent in Union Pacific and Consolidated
Gas, % in Canadian Pacific and St. Paul,
3 in Smelters, Southern Pacific, and th=
Steel stocks. Amalgamated Copper ruled
from i higher to 3 lower. Peoria and
Eastern, scid 1 per cent above the last
sale recorded, General Electric rose 5.

After the opening the market became
Quietly strong. Foreign h&uses said the
declines cabled from the other side were
migleading and, while there had been
some continental and provincial liguida-
tion, the weakness resulting was only
temporary, and it was impossible to
buy stocks there at the prices quoted
in the cables. Important speculative in-
terests were the principal buyers of
stocks on the early decline and during
the first hour. There was no selling
pressure from any source except the
usual Saturday clesing of contracts by
room traders.

The market closed soft, gefferally at

bottom prices, but Great Northern at
the top.
