Japanese Victory Alters
Course of Market.

LONDON A READY BUYER

Trading in Japanese Bonds Is Lively
at Substantially Advanced
Prices.

NEW YORK, May 29.—The opening
advances in the stock market were gen-

erally slightly less than those reported
in London at 2 p. m. Among greatest

improvements were Northern Pacific
Colorado Fuel and Iron, 1%; American
Locomotive, 18; Union Pacific, 1%;
Amalgamated Copper, 13; Canadian Pa-
cific, Pennsylvania, Delaware and Hud-
son, 13;; American Smelting and Refin-
ing, 13;; Erie, New York Central, Read-
ing and United States Steel preferred, 1
The only weak stocks were Metropoli-
tan Street Railway, down 1 per cent, and
Metropolitan Securities down 3. The
Japanese 4338 were up 4 per cent; second
series 6s, up 2%.

The feature of the entire market was
trading in Japanese bonds, §'s in the first
hour advancing 1%, the €¢'s certificates
3% and 41's 4 per cent on. unusually
large transactions. The most important
fact about the Japanese victory over
the Russian fleet is that it changed the
speculative situation abruptly. It is the

Committee Promulgates Conclusions
Relative to Establishment of
Institution at Capital.

The conclusions reached by the ex-
ecutive council of the national commit-
tee of four hundred appointed to con-
sider the establishment of the Univer-
sity of the United States have been an-
nounced, and are as follows:

“First—That no university organiza-
tion yet chartered can meet the de-
mands of the country for such a uni-
versity at the National Capital—a um-
versity, namely, that shall be neither

cient endowment from patriotic citizens
and organizations.”
