“Sooner or later—and we eannot help
thinking sooner rather than later—the
West Indian islands are bound tc become |
incorporated in the great American Re—,
publie. In faet, if the British govern- |
ment continues the policy on which it |
has antered for the last eighteen months |
or so—that is to say, continues to with-
draw its sunnort from the West Indies—
the colonists themselves will be forced
to ask the mother country tc hand over |
the islands to the United States. !
