PREMIER DELYANNIS
STABBED BY GAMBLER

Greci

an Prime Minister Murdered as He Alighted From

Carriage at Parliament Building—Crime In-
stigated by Revenge.

ATHENS, June 14.—The King has ap-
pointed M. Gounarkis, the minister of
finance, to succeed Prime Minister Del-
yanuis, who was stabbed in the ab-
domen yesterday afternoon by a man
named Gherakaris as he was about to
enter the parliament building, and died
half an hour later.

M. Delyannis had arrived in his pri-
vate carriage at the main entrance of
the building, when a well-dressed by-
stander advanced, smilicg and bowing,
and opened the carriage door as if to
save the aged minister trouble. He held
the door open and M. Delyannis alight-
ed, thanking him for his courtesy, -but
he was no sooner on his feet than the
m~n drew a dagger {rom the breast
peckot of his coat and plunged it deep
into his abdomen with terrible force.

The premier fell with a groan. By-
standers rushed forward, and the as-
sassin tried to escape, but he was in-
stantly seized. He would have been
battered to death if the police had not
promptly rescued him.

M. Delyannis was carried in 2n un-
conscious condition to a private room
in the parliament buliiding. Physicians
were hastily summoned, but when they
arrived they saw immediately that he
was past help. They did their utmost
to stanch the internal hemorrhage, but
their efforts failed.

It was a crime of revenge. The assas-
sin is a notorious professional gambler,
the ex-tenant of a gambling house, who,
by recent rigorous legislation repress-
ing such places, was deprived of his
occupation. M. Delyannis was responsi-
ble for the adoption of this measure
and its severe application.

Gherakaris made no secret of the mo-.

tive for ihe crime, saying that M. Del- |
yannis had ruined him. Police inquiries |
revenled that Gherakaris had already |
been sentenced to eighteen years' im- |
prisonment for murdering his wife.

The public funeral of the dezd prime
minister will be held on Friday.

She had made up
her mind to jump, and it was with great
reluctance that she halted at Segloff's
command.

The sleeping baby was nestled close
to her bosom. The mother, scarcely
able to stand, supported herself by hold-
ing on to the sash of the window.
Segldff wrested the infant from her
grasp, forced her into the room and then
climbed out on the ledge.

As he stepped upon this kazardous
perch, three ladders were thrown
against it. A man climbed to the top
round of the shortest ladder, and to
him Segloff passed his human burden.
The child was turned over to a woman
who lived on the east side of the lunch

room.
Mother Faints.

When Mrs. Marcy released her hold
on her precious burden she swooned and
fell to the floor. Segloff went Lack into
the room and attempted to get her out
for fear she would be suffocated by the
smoke. Appreciating the fact that he
