After rejecting Paris Chefoo Gen
eva and The Hague the
powers of the far Orient have decid
ed to conduct their peace negotiations
in Washington This decision Is sig
nificant of many things especially for
the people ot

It is first a demonstration not of
the wisdom but of the success
of the Administrations
course throughout the hostilities in
Manchuria The people of America
have not been neutral Their sym
pathy has all been with Japan
exceptions merely pointing to the
practical of American
thought It might have been better
If this sympathy had at times
more mildly expressed Russia has
long looked on this country as her
friend she is supposed to have proytn
her friendship in works and
United States has recognized
lationship of friends by succor to the
Russian in time of famine
But however much the citizens of out
country have stood with the one side

tration has so borne itself that in
the critical event of locating the con
ference Russia found the
Capital entirely acceptable That

ton with London excluded as the
capital of an ally to one of the com
batants signifies that America is pre
eminently the great neutral

The third significance will be found
in the heightened prestige of America
as a diplomatic force Secretary Hay
has contributed more probably to
raise his country to a post of diplo
matic power than any other American
and this event is only another link In
a long But it is the most 1m

2 portant link also and It was manu
factured not so much by the fine pro
cess of diplomatic firing in kilns as
by the ruder means of welding on an
anvil out In the open where all the
world might see The effect of this
prestige will surely be to expand our
trade and ease the ways of Yankee
commerce throughout the world

The fourth signification is that this
conference will bring to us for our
study and observation here in Wash
ington a group of genuinely great

L men Their proceedings will be
fraught with grave importance The
conference will be assuredly the most
Important diplomatic negotiation of
modern times It is something to be
the capital of a great commercial
power but it Is something quite as
desirable to be the capital of a great
power for peace among nations and
this Is the distinction which the selec
tlon of Washington for these meetings
puts upon our city It will in all
probability lead to many other rcAet
Ings of similar character
hardly of equal Import
