Former Indiana Prosecutor and Student of Arts and Sciences

GOSHEN, Ind.,,- June 24—Louls W,
Valil, perhaps the best known criminal
lawyer in northern Indiana, former
prosecutor and a deep student of all
the arts and sciences of the world of
crime, has been buncoed.
