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Cox ill and Despondent At-

tempts Suicide

CHANGES MIND IN WATER

Crawls on Bank and Is Taken to Hos-

pital Never Expects to Get Well
He Explains

Despondent over long continued ill
health E Morris Cox thirtysix years
old living at 3011 Cambridge place
northwest attempted to end his life
this morning First cutting Ills throat
with a razor he later jumped Into Jloclc
creek

According to friends of Cox he has
been showing signs of melancholy for
the past several weeks This morning
when he called at 3003 Cambridge place
where he takes his meals was in low
spirits Xo particular attention was
paid to this by the other boarders

After his meal Cox walked into an un
occupied room near the dining room
Taking a razor from his pocket he drew
It across htR throat several times Blood
spurted from the wound

WIth a scream of agony he rushed
from the house in the direction og Rode
Cree Dashing 3owii the hill lending
from Lovers lane to the creek the
young man plunged head foremost into
the water

John Hall the engineer at the Govern
ment pumping stations saw Cox
into the water Immediately he rushed
to the edge of the banK to him

The water elttoer too cold or wet
for the wouldbe suicide He scrambled
out in a few moments

The engineer saw tire blood dripping
from the mans wound and telephoned
to the Seventh precinct station Two
policemen responded found the
young man lying and exhausted
on the grass near the top of the hill

The patrol wagon was summoned from
the Georgetown precinct A hurried run
was made to tire Georgetown University
Hospital

Tire young man was immediately
placed upon the operating table A
number of stitches were taken by
doctors in order to close the wound

The physicians stated that the jugular
vein was not The razor blade
had missed It by a fraction of an inch

Alter the wound was dressed the po
lice took the young man to the station
There fie was searched and locked up In
a cell until his friends arrived and too
charge of him

To the desk sergent he said-
I dont think 1 will ever get well

Thats the reason I wanted to die to
dayWhen placed In the cell with the ban-
dages around his throat
he fell upon the Iron bench in the cor
ner and went tosleep A policeman was
stationed at the door of the cell to pre
vent the despondent man from doing
himself further injury

The police say the young man had not
Intimated suicide t any of his friends
Nor ere there any notes or letters found
In his pockets or his room
