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Coroner Nevitt After Investigation De-
cided Woman Took Her Own
Life.

Meiancholy and despondent because of
ill health, Mrs. Emma Hedges, sixty-five
Years oid, drank two ounces or more of
carbolic acid in the dining room of her
home, 1221 I street northwest, vesterday
morning and then went to the rear
the house to await death.

She was found by her son-in-law, A.
H, Davidson, whe had missed her when
he came downstairs and went in search
of her. Seeing some signs of life, David-
son lifted the woman and carriedl her
into the house. Shortly afterward the
ambulance from the Emergency Hos-
pital arrived, a hurried run was made
to the institution, where the woman died
In less than half an hour. Coroner
Nevitt, who was notified, gave a certifi-
cate of suicide.

Relatives of the woman protested
against Dr. Nevitt giving a certificate
of seif-murder. It was contended that
there was an slement of doubt in the
case and that perhaps the woman haad
taken the drug by mistake for some
medicine which she had been using.

Melancholy for Weeks.

Coroner Nevitt Investizated this phase
of the case. From Dr. White who at-
tended the woman at the hospital, Dr.
Nevitt says he learned that Mr. David-
son sald Mrs. Hedges had been melan-
choly for several weeks and had even
informed her relatives that she was
tired living and would soon end it all.
This satisfied the Coroner that the wo-
man had ended life wilifully and he is-
sued a certificate in accordance.

Mrs. Hedges, according to her rela-
tives, was not in the best of health and
intended going to the home of her son,
Samuel Hedges, who resides in Freder-
ick, Md. On SBaturday night she seemed
in her usual good spirits and arose ear-
ly yesterday morning. She packed a va-

lise with clothing and several articles!

which she Intended using on
forenoon with her head down
but little to those about her. Asked if
she felt ill she replied In the aMrmative
and went to her room to lle down agnin,

Shortly before 11 wo'elock she svose
and was heard moving about. Later
she came downstairs.

Found in a Shed:

Mr. Davidson, suspecting that ail was
not right, went to look for her, and dis-
covered her inanimate form lying in a
shed behind the house.

Mrs, Hedges is survived by a lus-
band, A. A, Hedges, Mrs. Davidson and
a son, who lives in California. The body
was turned over to relatives last even-
ing, but as yet the funeral Aarrangements
have not been completed.
