Nelson’s Share,

On account of some clerical error made
in the excitement which existed after
the fight, it was stated the receipts were
$34,089. The fact is that Nelson' Britt,
and the club divided $48,211. This means
$31,402.15 for the fighters, and $16,908.85
for Coffroth.

Of the $31,402.15 Nelson got $19,841.29,
and Britt $18,560.86.

Added to the winner's share is $5,00
he got for his interest in the moving pic-
tures, which brings his profits up to
$24,841.29

Of this Manager Nolan gets something
in the neighborhood of 35 per cent, and
there are the training expenses and in-
cldentals. Nelson, however, is now in
line to do some buying of flats on his
own account.
