the germs of which are said to exist in
unfiltered drinking water

Three New Buildings

Three new school buildings will be oc
cupied during the coming term namely
the Business High School the John W
Ross School and the Blow School These
buildings however will not be ready
for occupancy next Monday but all will
he ready by December 1

The new Business High School build
ing which Is located at Eighth street
and Rhode Island avenue northwest Is
tho largest of the three buildings and
has been planned to accommodate 00

pupils and Is so arranged that it can
be enlarged without spoiling the archi
tectural design should the attendance-
at the school warrant more room

The building is a model one in its con
struction The class rooms have been
so arranged that they will be well pro-
vided with an abundance of light
ventilation and In addition the assem
bly hall drill hall gymnasium and
laboratories have been on
modern hygienic lines

The Blow School located at Nine-
teenth street and Benning road and
the John Ross School at Twelfth
and Harvard streets are smaller build
ings but are fitted out the same
lines as the Business High School The
old school buildings have been complete-
ly renovated and many repairs have
been made in both their ex-
terior
