The robbery undoubtedly followed
months of preparation Early in the
season a beautiful woman appeared In
Dublin society She was reported

She was introduced by people of th
highest circles and her position was
not questioned

Among those to whom she was in-
troduced was John Mulhall a man ot
great wealth and known jts stjyallec-
tor of rare gems When a gfeftt tail
was given at the home of 3Ir Mulhsll
14 Earlsfort Terrace on September
4 the beautiful American was one Of
the guests

The Gems Displayed
Nothing was more natural than In

pointing out the works of art magnlfl
cent paintings and other appointments
of the mansion the rare gems be had
collected should be shown to her
and other favored guests

As the glittering diamonds and other
gems in their magnificent settings
many of great historic interest were
displayed It was only natural that
