DISAPPEARED AFTER FIRE

Trotter Named Arrin Was in Charge
of Ketcham and McDonald—Was
Name Changed?

TORONTO, Ont.,, Oct, 24.—Was Dan
Patch stolen? There was a man In
Toronto today who wlaims he was.

Hls name is George Thompson, and
he comes from Port Arthur. He has
interviewed Crown Attorney Drayton
urd Crown Attorney Curry, and this
afternoon saw the deputy attorney gen-
eral, who is considering his case.

Thompson has the American Trotting

In the fall of 189,
after Arrin had won all before him in
Ontario meetings, he was placed in care
of W. B. Ketcham and one MacDonald
for training at Bradford, thirty miles
from Toronto. On New Year's eve the
stables were burned.

It was claimed Arrin was destroyed,
but afterward other articles claimed to
have been burned were discovered to
have been sold. Thompson says he never
saw Ketcham again, Thompson saw
Dan Patch Saturday. “If it meant eter-
nity to me,” he says, “I could swear
Dan Patch is Arrin.”
