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Mr Shaw and the Clerks

Secretary Shaws career at the
head of the Treasury Department will
not soon be forgotten But nothing
he has done or said in the course
of that service could be more re
markahle than the grounds he urges
in his annual report In support of a
scheme to Inculcate within the de
partments principles of economy
such as Benjamin Franklin taught
by the establishment of a mutual
departmental Governmental savings
bank

Six savings banks in Washing
ton he says report deposits of
only 3000000 while in Detroit
there is one savings bank with de-
posits of 7500000 and Minneapolis
has another wi h 12000000 and
Cleveland another with 46000000

That from a banker What of the
other banks In Washington Why
not count the savings of Washington
where they are deposited As a
matter of fact in the District of Col
umbia the tide of bank deposits has
long toward the national
and larger banks and sound savings
banks have only recently begun to
make their way against

Six thousand dollars he says
again Is a competency in many por
tions of the United States and actual
wealth in some-

What of ic The clerk must live
In Washington while he remains in
the departments and his inclinations
will be to remain here when he quits
the departments The income from

6000 at 4 per cent Is 240 a year
That might be a competency in Den
nison Iowa but the whole body of
clerks would like to see Mr Shaw
attempt to live on It In the National
Capital

Accordingly the Secretary would
establish a Governmental savings
bank As the institution could be
operated almost without cost to the
clerks he thinks its earning should
be not less than 1 per cent That
earning is directly dependent on the
help of the Government Yet in
the discussion of this very project
he says Nothing would so surely
sap the selfreliant independence of
a clerk as to regard the Government-
as his voluntary and benevolent
guardian

These premises and conclusions are
all hung on the general observation
that the atmosphere of the depart-
ments is not favorable to the ac-
cumulation of savings The obser-
vation is well enough founded but
not for the reasons Secretary Shaw
seems to have had in mind

The chief reason Is that the stand-
ard of living set berore these clerks
and the cost oi that living are both
unusually ligh If it were true as
the Secretary contends that their
ialaries were fuli 25 per cont high
fi all things considered than Is
paid for like services elsewhere
which statement is offered without
proof and In the judgment of com-
petent statisticians cannot be proven

it would still be true also that the
clerk must have a better house than
the average workmen pay more
rent for it buy better clothes for his
children and live on a more costly
scale ffaneralh Why Because he
Is of a selected class particu-
larly chosen for Its Intellect and
culture And intellect and culture
have been known to make it
for some members of the Cabinet
to live In Washington on 8000 a
year

Little will be gained however by
arguing this proposition in detail
It has its very basis in a misconcep
tion of the Government clerk of to-
day He may have been once ail
that now some persons think him to
be But In fact he Is punctual in-
dustrious prudent and of a higher
grade intellectually than the repre-
sentative cjmploye of any other insti
tution in America even part way
like the departments His pay is al
most never available for his own
use alone If he has no children It
Is the almost Invariable fact that
he helps support dependent sisters
or parents He Is as anxious to save
as Mr Shaw is to have him But
to do so he must overcome difficulties
which the frugal Secretary seems
utterly unable to understand

This skimping It will be noted amounts to 978962 By a little
less than a million dollars therefore the District is Using punished by

Let Congress think of that Half a million dollars denied to the
schools because it does not see fit to permit the Nations Capital to
bund Its permanent Improvements as every other thriving city in the
world has built them This in a community which the President
have a model city In all respects In this past year alone the District
spent 3300000 on eliminating grade crossings on the Connecticut ave-
nue bridge on a sewagedisposal system on a filtration plant on a
highway bridge across the Potomac and on similar smaller items
Every budget for the next half century will share in the advantages of
those appropriations But this years budget had to pay them alone

It would be a fine object lesson to rig up a procession of carriages
and drive the members of Congress around the District to see the effect
of this cut on the say nothing of the Fire Department the
police system and the cleaning of the streets an effect which will be

If any of them tool scratch paper and a pencil along he would

find at the end of the drive that Congress in its wisdom was denying
full days school to 1500 little girls and boys In that territory over

which the Constitution gives it full jurisdiction And if any of them
cared to examine the records he would find that in this model city
its school teachers were paid so little that thirteen of all
men had been bought away in the past few years and not one had
been adequately replaced-

In Petworth and Bennlng they would see more than one instance of

On Capitol Hill within full view of the Capitol where they sit in
their wisdom they would find hundreds of children denied full days
instruction In the public schools because there fs not enough room for
half the youngsters of first and second grade ages

Out on the Grant road they would come across a community of fine
suburban homes but no school nearer than Chevy Chase a mile away
and that crowded to the doors

On the Military road they would find schools in saoion in a build
ing Congress would not use for storage much less for an office build-
ing

In South Washington they might see if they were willing to go
down the basement stairs young white boys learning to use tools in the
cellar of the Jefferson school

At the Central High School which Is the culmination of
public education as exemplified at the National Capital they could

bump their heads on pipes all through the basement see plumbing of
historic age and view the smallest drill hall for a given number of
cadets in the whole United States

All this would not be so hard for the District to endure if it
anybody But It does not Congress is merely beating the devil

around a bush and trampling on the District in the operation It will
not authorize a loan for these extraordinary improvements presumably
because it does not wish the District to go into debt But Et is creating
the debt just the same The very report which sets forth this cut in
the allowance for the public schools sets forth also that Congress has
permitted the Treasury to advance the amount of this cut on account
of these improvements We have only seemed to spend less money
than if we had Is all We have spent it a an entry of
2240030 in the form of new debt signifies-

It may be possible that by skimping everywhere and borrowing
with one eye shut the District has saved a few thousand dollars
That may indeed be possible but nobody knows

Let Congress suppose however that it is true Let the estimate be
as high as 5500000 which is ten times any possible saving by this
means We shall then have saved 500000 added 803375 to our
