of a man who has been preparing bodies
for burial In an undertaking establish-
ment The man with a sore on his ftn
ger or with a diseased hand Is given
access to the straps with the man who
is physically sound

The germs may be easily transmitted-
by a small abrasion or cut in the hand
The flesh might be turn so slightly that-
a person would suffer no inconvenience
or pain from the eat yet the germs
from the traps get through Just such
email cuts without the least difficulty
Another way may be by the
swinging Into the eyes and In this r K
ner could be transmitted SJnit
might render the victim totally bllMJl

Other than from a sanitary stand
point the straps art an unexcusabh
nuisance They make tnemselves most
annoying by striking people In the heed
and knocking their hats off

The metal posts which are In vogue
in New besides being construct-
ed of a metal that la not susceptible to

or bacllla are cleaned almost
constantly by persons brushing their
clothes against them this manner
the germs which ordinarily would lodge
on them are swept away

drop of rain at least for the next div
or so and when told that he was be-

having in a most commendable man-
ner he was highly pleased that for
once he is giving Washington what It
wants

There Is no reason given for this re-

markable state of things Its Just
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another one of those things that hap-
pen The coldest day Washington has
had this winter was one day last
month when the thermometer dropped
to eighteen degrees but It stayed there
such a short time that It was soon
forgotten

From all indications this touch of
spring will continue for several days
and while the forecaster gives no Indi-
cation of rough weather ahead he says
there is sure to be seme before the
winter is over hut that may be a
long way off He says lies sorry for the
people who got handsome fur coats for
Christmas but that lila sympathy al-
ways was wth the girl who couldnt
afford such and in loyalty to
her he must do his to keep things
comparatively warm
