his clerical studies at Princeton He wm
graduated and spent two years at
theological seminaries at Alexandria
Va and Camden S C

later was called to Cincinnati He eam
to Washington as an assistant to BishO-
jPinokney at the old Ascension Eplscopa
Church thirtyfive ago After flv
years he was made pastor of the churcl
and served in that capacity until three
years ago when 111 health caused him
to retire from active work A year latei
he was made rector emeritus and was
