Some serious and costly failures to ef-
fect cable repairs have occurred on the
Grand Banks One Instanee la recorded
of a break which cost 116 days and 375

similar sum

It takes fully twentyfour hours to
grapple and lift a cable from 2000 fath-
oms of water and as the strain caused
by the ship pitching often causes a new
break it is easily seen that the existence-
of fine weather Is essential to success

Outfit Costly
The maintenance of a cable ship costs

1609 a day exclusive of the cost of the
cable which has to be used to make the
splice which in some cases runs from
IsO to 100 miles according to the luck in
the weather and making connections

a cable deteriorates so from natural
causes that it becomes cheaper to lay a
new one than to repair that in use

Bottom Cuts Sometimes-

In the earlier days of submarine tele-

graphy It was found necessary to

It has been found possible to construct
cables ts to lengthen their existence
considerably and when cables break in
their early years In waters where ice
bergs trawlers anchors seismic dis
turbances and kindred causes are not

breaking apart from abrasions due to
the currents acting thereon

The greatest of midwinter repairs was
made In the last season at a depth of
just 2900 and sixtenths
