faults of youth by depriving the young
men concerned of their career In life is
TO commit a glaring injustice-

progress is made in amending the
Jaw The President suggests two
or three changes any one of which
would suffice Perhaps the best is
that which Admiral Sands is known
to favor the elimination of the
courtsmartial by enlarging the com-
mandants authority so that it shall
orrespond with the authority im
posed on the heads of other educa
tional institutions The feeling in
the House Is that at least that much
can be done without endangering the
discipline of the Academy in the
slightest So if Mr Foss and his
associates do not delay in reporting-
a bill carrying such a provision-
and they may be relied upon not to
waste any time about can con
fidently be expected to go soon to
the Senate Delay may occur there
but not probably there are tOQ many

Politics as a Study

George Blumenthal a banker of
New York city has just contributed

100000 to Columbia University for
the endowment of a chair of politics
the incumbent of which shall give
Instruction in those problems of gov-

ernment which will prepare the stu-

dents for their duties as American
citizens and enable them should op
portunity offer to participate intel
ligently in the work of the Govern-

can political life It should be also
the center of the study of American
political institutions

President Favors Army Maneuvers

President Roosevelt and Secretary
Taft have determined to make an
urgent appeal to Congress for an
propriation of one or two million dol
lars for the purpose of enabling the
regular army and if possible the
National Guard of the country to go
into camp for several months In the
summer and in that manner obtain
some of the practical field experi-
ence in which our army and militia-
are lacking All
soldiers and others who have given

affairs will applaud the Presidents
recommendation It is to be hoped
that in spite of its avowed policy-
of economy Congress will be willing
to grant the two millions a sum
small In comparison to tile benefit
which would be derived

It may as well be admitted Con
gress was displeased and rightly
with the last army maneuvers held
a few years agO at Manassas There
some of the officers in command
seemed to think that the field
cises were created primarily for the
social entertainment of their guests

Too many dinners at headquarters-
and too few rations for the soldiers
was one of the criticisms of these
maneuvers Perhaps In silent retalia-
tion Congress refnsed an appropria
tion for a repetition of the exercises-
In other words the army the militia
and the country at large were made-
to suffer for the snobbishness of cer-
tain officers

The President now gives Congress-
an opportunity to repair the Injury
done the army and militia By gather-
ing in camps large bodies of military
forces the general officers and the
several administrative departments-
of the service would be given oppor
tunity for practical experience in
duties they would be called upon to
perform in war and they would
taught to avoid blunders which in
actual service would cost the coun
try hundreds perhaps thousands of
human lives It Is unfair to the
eral officers to expect them to handle
in war large bodies of troops which
they have never handled In peace
It is unfair to the soldiers to place
them under the charge of men

lacking in experience It
is unfair to the country to place its
defense in the hands of an army
which Is never assembled until It Is
expected to march against the enemy

The plea of economy in this matter-
is unbecoming the richest nation in
the world when even the smallest
and most bankrupt countries of Eu
rope are appropriating annually large
sums of money for army maneuvers
Our army and our national guard are
small and must remain so Let them
be made as effective as possible

prostration mental depression

or other disease or aliments ren-
dering me unable to study for the de-
gree of Ph D and unable to do liter
ary which would bring many thou-
sand dollars

propriate amount because my educa-
tion and literary ability was my capital
lost Has it been intro-
duced Respeetfully yours r

The letter Is dated at a small town
in Ohio January 20 1906 The writer
signs his name in full
