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Public Schools Hold Fitting
Celebrations

LESSONS IN PATRIOTISM

Inspiring Addresses by WellKnown
Speakers Emphasize Virtues of

First President

v

Every public school in the District-
of Columbia today united in honoring-
the memory of George Washington
Flags were flying from the buildings
at 830 oclock and will fly until 430-
p m Throughout the entire District
the smallest act recorded of the
Father of his Country was woven

into a series of addresses and patriotic
songs and in this way the children-
of Washington did honor to the name

Prominent officials found time to
leave their desks to unite with the
children in praising the first President
and nearly every school room held
large audiences specially invited Ex-
ercises were held In the high schools-
at 1 p m and In the graded schools-
a halfhour later

Patriotic Addresses Made
The Hon H B F Macfarland presi

dent of the Board of Commissioners of
the District made the principal ad
dress In the Normal School and West-
ern High School and Commissioner
West was the speaker at the new Busi
ness High School The Hon William
E Andrews auditor of the United
States Treasury delivered the oration-
at the Eastern

Many of the recitations given In the
schools In chorus They de-

lineated the heroic deeds of Washington
the qualities which made him the noted
leader of a great people and his achieve-
ments of the battlefield The Star
Spangled Banner Columbia the Gem
of the Ocean The Battle Hymn of the
Republic and a dozen other patriotic
songs gave a spirit to the occasion that
was materially brightened by the en

thusiasm among the children themselves
Each one entered heartily Into the pro-
gram and sang their songs with vim

Decorations Were Profuse
Every school room was profusely dec-

orated with flags and bunting and the
national colors were reported

the opportunity afforded
lined window recesses and were

stood on stands about the rooms and
the whole atmosphere of the school
buildings was one of patriotism-

At the Normal School
The Normal School exercises were held

at 1030 oclock this morning To the
students who are soon to go out Into
the world as teachers Mr Macfarland
spoke of the extraordinary genius of
Washington as Illustrated by the great
lrcadth and extent of his vision

He stands out from the other great
men of his time in this as In all other
respects said Mr Macfarland He
saw that the nation would last and grow
to be the greatest while others were
wondering whether It would live a dec-
ade His plan of the Federal City is
his unique prediction of the
lie which would need such a great Capi
tal Even his reputation for uncom
mon common sense did not save thatplan from being ridiculed for mag
nfllcent distances

HIs attitude tOward slavery was
characteristic of his great qualities He
never bought or sold a slave he took
the best of care of those whom he

and freed them in his will He
believed in stopping staveImportation
and gradual emancipation and in

education of the freed slaves
Address at the Western

Later Mr Macfarland spoke of
to the pupils of the Western In

the course of his remarks the Commis-
sioner said

It ought to be easy to visualize
George Washington here and so make
him real as he ought to be and not
a myth For Georgetown was his headquarters in the District From George-
town Heights he out the site ofthe Federal District and planned theFederal City Hefe he was entertained-and here he did much of the work ofpreparing the National Capital for theNational Government He walked or
rode all over the ancient city of George
town and appears to our Imagination In
the full strength of his great body andthat was giant strength and in the fullstrength of his great mind and that wasgenius strength Study him Ve of theCapital to know him better than people elsewhere because thiswas his last great work and his personalImpress Is everywhere upon moreyou study him the more you will admire
him

Commissioner Wests Address
While the president of the board

was telling the students all about tho
duties of American men and women
and the example set them by George
Washington Commissioner West was
making the address of the day to the
pupils of the new Business High
School

Mr West emphasized Washingtons
round and legible handwriting

exhibiting pages of his account books
r In order to show their neatness and accuracy Especial reference was madeto the acounts kept by Washington of
years and 17S3 during which timejje without compensation

Tho thrIftiness of
character was Illustrated by the tact
that he charged every Item expense
even to his laundrying and tips to ser

while in his final settlement he
Included the expenses of Mrs Washing
tons from Mount to the
various winter camps where Washing-
ton was located Washingtons expla
nation of these charges was read
Commissioner West and was referred
to as an episode which threw consider
able light upon Washingtons business
character the explanation being
that Washington would not havo
cluded this charge had It not been
even with this reimbursement he was
considerably out of pocket

Washingtons knowledge of details
was also presented to the students as

of their emulation the tact be-
Ing presented that Washington even in
the his campaign received
weekly reports of the management of
his state and personally knew how
much labor was being performed by
all of his slaves and other workmen
and was also kept posted as to every
Item of receipts and expenditures

Washingtons aversion to debt was
another trait to whicn attention was
called the fact being cited that Wash-
ington proudly called attention In the
first clause of his will to the fact that
his debts were few and of small mag
nitude In conclusion Washington was
commended as an Ideal rich man who
accumulated money through wise
vestments and without Injury to
fellowman-

JERSEY CITY Feb was a
hill uncompromising wind that blew
along Nineteenth street In the gray

for freedom and the ultimate glory
which came to his name

Centuries ago Roman legions and
multitudes looked with exulting pride
upon the imperial city on the banks
of the Tiber said Mr Andrews while
their victorious eagles held sway over
the civilized world Today the lovers
of everywhere look with Increas-
ing devotion upon the Capital City of
freedom on the banks of the peaceful
Potomac while our victorious flag pro-
claims the emancipation of humanrights In Rome the name of Caesar
was borne upon the lips of the multi-
tude carved Into marble stamped upon
the pages of literature and history

A Matchless Leader
American lips American marble and

American history speak the fame of a
matchless name Washington the father
of his country Washington the father
of the worlds liberty Our history
glows with his Inspiring deeds of wis
dom patriotism valor and statesman
ship Through the victories of Wash-
ington and his compatriots this nation
was led forth Into the boundless realms
of civil intellectual and religious free
dom under the Constitution of the
United States of America

Washington was indeed First In war
first in peace and first in the hearts
of his countrymen

Some critics have characterized
Washington as a general who never won
a battle They tailed to observe the
significant tact however that his great
generalship was displayed in his master
ful use of men He the cam
paigns and dispatched one general to
the army here and another there on
special missions to accomplish great
things H s calm thought and mature
wisdom encompassed the entire sphere
of action and placed subordinates where
they could accomplish the greatest good

was able to utilize the best quali-
ties and service of every one under his
command Undaunted by hostile criticism
and actuated by wise patriotic pur
poses he moved forward through years
of struggle and disappointment to findvictory at Those who doubt
his military talents and service should
read the estimate expressed by theIron Dulce of Wellington

Wellingtons Tribute-
An American traveler recently visit

ed the princely estate of Strathfieldsaye
England which was presented by the
British government to Wellington for adays work at Waterloo He was great
ly surprised and delighted to see a por
trait of Washington by Stuart occupy
ing the place of honor in the dukes
drawing room In response to an inquiry
the eldest son of the duke remarked Itwas placed there by my
esteemed Washington as perhaps thepurest and noblest character of modern
times possibly of all times and con-
sidering the material of the armies with
which he successfully met the trained
and veteran soldiers of the old world
fairly entitled to place among thegreat captains of the eighteenth cen
turyThroughout his eventful career hewas always true to the highest welfareof the Republic and humanity Many
times he went on foot and out of hisway to serve his worthy and needycountrymen He remembered their interests as his own in his devotions toDeity HI heart beat with fondest hopes
for their highest welfare He was con
stantly reaching forth his hand torescue and help them Out of the depths
of patriotism and fraternity he whisper-
ed wise counsels ears to guide
theta safely Into perpetual union andpeace He met them on thebroad level of political equality

In all his actions appeared be
fore them like a plumbllne of divine rec
titude and parting with them In hisfarewell address he squared his workwith all the world by the sublime prin-
ciples of manly virtues While theglories of the Caesars fade away the
fame of Washington shines on with Increasing luster
