INMENSE STEEL TONNAGE
FOR USE IN NEW YORK

Estimated That BMetropolis Will Need
200,000 Tons for New Buildings
This Year.

The recent computation showing that
0,000 tons of structural steel will be
required for buildings to be erected in
New York the coming season and for
which detail plans hiave already been
made indicates how large a factor such
operations are in the present prosperity
of the iron trade.

This tonnage represents projects on
which contractors’ bids have been asked
and that are expected to be carried out
unless iInterrupted by filnancial or in-

dustrial developments ecalculated to
check all business.
It is entirely reasonable, in view of

these figures, to iook for the placing of
300,000 tons of structural steel for work
in New York alone before the end of
he yvear. The total placed in the year
1905 for use in New York city has been
closely calculated and is found to be
somewhat above 200,000 tons.

A half million tons of structural steel
sold in two years for new buildings in
the metropolis alone is so strikingly in
line with what the bolder prophets have
been saying of the future of steel as to

rrest attention.
