Bored Heavy Saddle
There are several articles at the Agri-

cultural Department that have been at
tacked by the species Among them Is

The height of the mounds discovered
in Tennessee was probably originally
from fifteen to thirty feet The burial
grounds discovered near Nashville con
tained nearly 4080 graves The ad
joining farms contained smaller ceme-
teries

The boxshaped collins are made of
thin of stone more frequently
rudely joined together The graves are
usually from six to seven feet long a
foot and a half to two wide and
