Minority Report Reviewed
Witness declared that so tar as ho

could be certain the signers of the
minority report had not made such a
careful observation To his mind they
based their opinions upon the greater
cost of a sealevel over si lock
and the unaurmountable obstacles in
the geographical conditions of the Isth-
mus rote The majority signers he
said took into consideration qnd decided
hat the additional outlay of expense of

a sealevel canal was within a conservative estimate for such a gigantic waterway
The French engineers he

declared were not asleep whenwere planning a across theIsthmus did not the curvature Instead they intended to brondon or flatten such a condition Hethen explained the reasons the ma
did not take up this phase of thequestion which he claimed was that ifthe real or actual draft of vessels andtheir steering facilities were clearlyrepresented such an argument wouldf not hold wolght
