She also gave the name of her
father and the place of the residence of
her mother at the time or her birth
and the name of the family physician

The young woman was indicted
with her mother Catherine Balsh

alias Catherine Berger for the forgery
of Senator Depews name to the check
in question

The case against the Ray woman was
disposed of at the suggestion of

evidence against the older woman to
warrant her conviction Justice Gould
directed a pros to be entered as to
Catherine Balsh As a result Mrs
Balsh was discharged from custody and
Elizabeth Ray was remanded to Jail to
await sentence
