grade of captain or higher was brevetteda brigadier and these would therefore
be entitled to the retirement pay

Either attitude Is fraught with untold
damage to the country as a whole

The fool who has not sense to discrimi
nate between what Is good and what Is
bad Is wellnigh as dangerous as the
man who does discriminate and yet
chooses the bad There Is nothing
more distressing to every good patrIot-
to every good American than the
hard scoffing spirit which treaty the
allegation of dishonesty In a public man

a cause for laughter Such laughter-
Is worse than the crackling of thorns
under a not for It denotes not merely

vacant mjnd but the heart In which
high emotions have been choked before
they could STOW to fruition

Great Forces for Good
There Is any amount of good In the

world and there never was a time when
loftier and more disinterested work for
the betterment of mankind being
done than now The forces that tend for
evil are great and terrible but the
forces of truth and love and courage
and honesty and generosity and

are also stronger than ever before
It is a foolish and timid no less than a
wicked thing to the fact that the
forces of evil are strong but It is even
worse to fall to take Into account the
strength of the forces that tell for good

Hysterical sensationalism is the very
poorest weapon wherewith to fight for
lasting righteousness-

The men who with stern sobriety and
truth the many evils of our tire
whether In the public press or In maga-
zines or In books are the leaders and
allies of all engaged In the work for so-
cial and political betterment But if
they give good reason for distrust of
what they say If they chill the ardor
of those who demand truth as a pri
mary virtue they thereby betray the
good cause and play into the hands of
tho very men against whom they are
nominally at war

In his ecclesiastical polity that fine
old Elizabethan divine Bishop Hooker
wrote

He that gocth about to persuade a
multitude that they are not so well gov
erned as they ought to shall never
want attentive and favorable hearers
because they know the manifold defects
whereunto every k nd of regimen Is sub
ject but the secret lets and difficulties
which In public proceedings are Innum
erable and Inevitable they have not or
dinarily the judgment to consider

This truth should be kept constantly
in mind by every free desiring
to preserve sanity and poise
pensable to the p success ofselfgovernment Yet on the other hand
It Is vital not to this spirit ofsanity and selfcommand to degenerate

mere mental stagnation Bailthough a state of hysterical excitement
is and evil though the results are
which como from the violent oscilla
tions such excitement Invariably pro
duces yet a sodden acquiescence In
evil Is even worse

Present a Period ofTnrest
At this moment we are passing

through a period of great
political and Industrial unrest

It Is of the utmost importance for our
future that this should prove to be not
the unrest of mere rebelliousness
against life of mere dissatisfaction with
the Inevitable inequality of conditions
but tho unrest of a resolute and
ambition to secure the betterment of
the individual and the nation So
as this movement of agitation through
out the country takes the form of a
fierce discontent with evil of a deter
mination to punish the authors of evil
whether in Industry or politics the feel
ing is to ba heartily welcomed as a
sign of healthy life

If on the other hand It turns into a
mere crusade of appetite against

Tax on Great Fortunes
It Is Important to this people to grap

pie with the problems connected with
tho amassing of enormous fortunes and
the use of those fortunes both cor
porate and individual in business
should discriminate in the sharpest way
between fortunes wellwon and fortunes
Ill won between those gained as an
Incident to performing great services
to the community as a whole and those
gained In evil fashion by keeping Just
within the limits of mere lawhonesty-
Of course no amount of charity In
spending such fortunes in any way com-
pensates for misconduct In making
them As a matter of personal convic-
tion and without pretendlpg to dis-
cuss the details or formulate the

I feel that we shall ultimately
have to consider the adoption of some
such scheme as that of a progressive
tax on all fortunes beyond a certain
amount either given In life or de
vised or bequeathed upon death to any

tax so framed as to put
It out of the power of the owner of one
of these enormous fortunes to hand on
more than a certain amount to any one
Individual the tax of course to be im
posed by the National and not the
State Government Such taxation
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should of course be aimed merely at
the Inheritance or transmission in their
entirety of those fortunes swollen be
yond all healthy limits

This honesty can be no respecter of
persons There can be no such thing as
unilateral honesty The danger is not
really from corrupt corporations It
springs from the corruption Itself
whether exercised for or against

The eighth commandment reads
Thou shalt not steaL It does not

read Thou shalt not steal from tho
rich man It does not read Thou
shalt not steal from the poor man
It reads simply and plainly Thou shalt
not steal No good whatever will come
from that warped and mock morality
which denounces the misdeeds of men
of wealth and forgets the misdeeds
practiced at their expense which de-
nounces bribery but blinds Itself to
blackmail which foams with rage If a
corporation secures favors by improper
methods and merely leers with hideous
mirth it the corporation Is Itself wrong
edThe only public servant who can be
trusted honestly to protect the rights
of the public against the misdeed ofa corporation is that public man whp
will just as surely protect the corpora
tion Itself from wrongful aggression

If a pubic man Is willing to yield to
popular clamor and do wrong to themen of wealth or to rich corporations-
It may be set down as certain that if
