Kitchen Conveniences

The funnel steve is intended to strain
small quantities of liquid into jars or
bottles If the vinegar becomes too
trick with sediment use the funnel in
transferring It from the jug to a bottle
while the former io rinsed out A dozen
similar uses will be found for this uten
sil if it is hung in a convenient place
and by turning back the sieve which
works on a hinge It can be converted
into an ordinary funnel

The knees of stockings arc patched by
a square cut from an old stocking
