BERLIN April 28 President Roose
velts declination of all help for tie
San Francisco sufferers from anybody
but Americans has been widely

here during the past week and tho
general opinion is that he has made a
grave mistake in refusing to accept
the money offered here not because
anyone doubted for a moment that tlje
American people were able to take
care of their stricken fellowcitizens but
because German men and women felt
a desire to show their sympathy in a
substantial manner

President Roosevelts refusal Is be-
ing looked upon as a fresh proof of
the haughtiness of the American peo-
ple which has always been considered
one ot their principal shortcomings
There is hardly a paper that does not
condemn It as a great tactlessness
which has hurt the feelings of people
here very deeply The people of Amer
ica have repeatedly come to the assist-
ance of sufferers in Europe they have
sent shiploads of wheat to the famine
stricken people of Russia and are even
now sending money and grain to the
people of Italy and Japan and their
offers have always been accepted in
the same spirit as they were offered
but in the future no selfrespecting na
tion can accept any assistance from
America a fact which can only be de-
plored as anything which furthers the
feeling of International brotherhood
should not be discouraged

Will Pay Insurance

all losses in full without making any
discrimination between the losses by
earthquake or by fire None of them
are however involved to suob an ex-
tent that the loss will affect their status
the heaviest loser being the Hamburg
Bremen Fire Insurance Company which
estimates that it will have to pay in
the neighborhood of 412000000

German industrial firms expect to par
ticipate In the rebuilding of San Fran-
cisco and a large cement concern has
already received several orders which
will be filled immediately

Quite a little Indignation has been
caused in military by tho fact
that millionaire beakers of Berlin have
been asked to contribute to the Kaisers
private fund for assisting poor officers
sons to obtain commissions In the army
The fund which was started by Prince
Henckel Von Donnersmarch has thus
been quickly swelled

What enrages the proud Prussian
warriors Is that those who have con
trlbuted most largely to the fund are
Jewish bankers who are debarred from
sending theIr sons into army by
the caste prejudice Thetr snobbish gen-
erosity coupled with the Indignity of
