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can a country which drives out such
men as Carl Schurz compete with
a country that knows how to ab-
sorb them, and to use their splen-
did abilities in building itself up to
greatness and power, intellectual as
well as material ?

Of course, it is not common in
Germany or any other country to
hang men like Schurz. But that
is not the point. It is common to
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
