The Isle of Pines

tional question there has been but
few people understood It and fewer
still knew what sort of a wave
washed territory is in dispute Sir
Davis tells all about it

7 to 15 a They have pur
chased land on the Isle of Pines at
from 25 to 50 an acre and in six
years when the oranges begin to
grow the land will yield per acre
according to expectations from 100

The men I met and I went all

over the genuine set
tiers They were men who had sold
their farms in the States and who
had come to the Isle of Pines to
make a new home and were as busy
as bees in making it
