At 4 oclock the wind freshened and
cut up the water of the Thames which
was setting In with the teat of the flood
tide This put an obstacle m the way
of the rowers which smashed all hopes
of making the course in record time

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Delay at Start
It was 4SS oclock when the crews

put their shells In the water Harvard
was first to embark but the pale blue
followed Immediately The crews rowed
slowly to the starting point where the
preliminary directions were given

The actual start of the race was two
minutes ahead of schedule Harvard
had the Surrey berth while Cambridge-
was In the Middlesex position this mat
ter having been decided by the toss of
a between the two captains Har-
vard being the winner and getting the
choice of position as popularly believed
The real advantage at the start was
with Cambridge however for the Mid-

dlesex side of the river at Putney forms
the course of the first turn

So at 428 the race was on Cam-
bridge taking full advantage of her
position put her full power into the
stroke and succeeded In gaining a slight
lead at the very start Harvard strug-
gled beautifully and in perfect form to
keep up 1th the Englishmen but was
at great disadvantage against the wind
and the Cantabas pulled away to such
an extent that they were two and a
quarter lengths to the good at Crabtree
