The matter of American racing on
the French turf cornea to the tone at
this time because of Vanderbtttx great
success He finished up the season there
three weeks ago with a winning of

190 heading the list of winning
French owners an unparalleled feat for
an American turfman For ten years
Mr Vanderbilt had been racing in
France but here was the first time he
had attained the full measure of good
fortune It due of course to the
good horses in large French stable

his American trainer Billy Duke
ii entitled to a good deal of the honors
too

Duke trained on the American idea
He breesed horses threequarter of

mile very frequently while the French
trainers were content to drill their

4 charges over a distance of a mile and
a halt or two Duke believes in
giving a horne some speed as well a
developing a stamina sufficient to carry
tu animal over a long route It so
happened then that a majority of
V0nderbit horses this year were able to
hang to the pace by their competi-
tors and then outftnlsh them in the
stretch where their speed counted Duke
cornea from Weilevllle N Y and is now
at homo enjoying a triumphant vtalt

Duke trained and Mr Vanderbilt
owned the greatest of all French three
yearold thoroughbreds This i Pres-
tige Idol of the Paris racing crowds
Then there is Maintenon winner of the

Hi ability to win so many raeee and
run so frequently in his twoyearold

until August and then they compete for
prizes that are not big enough to tempt
the cupidity of the owners

With the restriction on young horses
selling events for older horses have an
important part in French racing and
the greatest turfmen in France patron
iso them Horses of an extremely high
class run in selling races and the Van
derbilt stable has lost several through
their having claimed them away

The Vanderbilt stables are construct-
ed in a unique eliptieal shape so that
the horses misrht trot around under the
sheds in Inclement weather As the
training grounds are situated quite a

I distance the race courses and as
I there Is no railway transportation to
and fro Mr Vanaerbtlt has two hn-
nuinse vans In which to carry

to the scenes of their contests
These vans are heavily padded and par
honed oft so that four horses can ride
in each The vans are hauled to the track

i by four gray horses The grays carry
I white anti black at their head
and make a tine show Americans visit
ine Paris are always welcome out at
the Vanderbilt quarters

The Bennlng Special did not develop
