President Gives Out Corre
spondence Relative to Dis

charge of Regiment

There was made public from the White
Housw this morning copies of the official
correspondence between Brig Gen Dan
Tyler and Adjutant General Thomas
relative to the discharge from service
ot Sixtieth Regiment Ohio Volun-
teers in iSC

It was the dismissal of this regimen
which has raised a sharp point of differ-
ence between the President and Senator
Fi raker

The first letter from Tyler dated Oc-
tober S 1 SS announces that this regi-
ment is disorganized mutinous and
worthless Yesterday its day forguard duty out of SM men reported
fit for duty only 162 men could be found
and deserted their pouts during
the night The officers have not theleast control over their men the menarc mutinous and I am absolutely with-
out the power to
The men I am trying to use as guardsan all more or affected by the idea
that the Government has no right un
der their parole to require leastservice from them

General Tyler urges that the question
of the discharge of the Ohio
should be before the Secretaryat once because he explains It will rllthe Government of a worthless regiment
whose times are now out as the men
claim and in February next as the of-
ficers claim

Copies of the telegrams arranging
for the mustering out and an extract
from the discharge book of the com-
pany are given out also
