GEN W S SKALLENBEKGER
Who Is About to Retire From Post of Second Assistant Postmaster General

Managed Transportation of
Railway Postal System and Introduced
Pneumatic Tubes for Use in City

When General TV S Shallenberger re-

tires from the fAce of second assistant
postmasters general some time this
month he will completed ten years
of service in that position holding the
record in that respect for more than
half a century During his incumbency
of the office he has been instrumental
in effecting various improvements In
the postal service some of them far
reaching and of great Importance re-

lating not only o our domestic service
but also to the foreign mall service
Some years ago be was dispatched to
England and France on an important
postal mission and last week he was
slept to Canada by Postmaster General
Cortelyou to conies with the Canadian
postmaster general with reference to
some questions which had arises under
the postal treaty between the two
countries

The office of second assistant post-
master general is charged with the
supervision of the transportation of the
maRs both foreign and domestic which
of course covers the big service of the
railway mall the and the star

The steamboat the wagon
routes in cities and the pneumatic
tube routs
transportation service are also
charge of that office The magnitude of
the operations of all these vast ser-
vices is so great that more
rive millions of dollars is to
maintain them

Railway Mail Service

The railway mail service with Its
force of about 14foO omcers men
takes the mall sorts It while the train
is running and hurries it in a thousand
different directions to its destination
The railway postoulce is the highest
development of the railway mail service
Mr Shallenberger has taken advantage
of the scheduling of all flat trains by
ordering the malls dispatched thereon
when they could be expedited thereby
Last year when the fast trains were
put on between New York and Chicago
Mr ShallenberKQr arranged rom the

He also began the system of requiring
contractors on star routes to deposit
mails Into and collect them from lox s
alone the line of allstar routes which
