YIELDS POINTS

Admits Oregon Indictment
and His Talk With
Britton.

Former Representutive Binger Her-
mann of Oregon, who is on trial on the
charge of destroylng public records of
the nd office, had another hard day
on the witness stand,

Replying to questions from the Dis-
triet Attorney, Hermann sald he went
West in December, 1904, going toc Port-
land, Oregon, where e was a witness
before the grand jury. The defendant
said he had heard that he had destroyeéd
his letter press copy books, but dig not
know what charges were to be made
agairst him,

In answer to & question from the Dis-
trict Atiorney and in spite of Attorney
Woerthington's gbjection, Hermiann
mitied that he was indicted by’ the Port-
land, Ore. rand jury in the Puter-
Watson “11-7" case and the Blue Moun-
taln reserve case,

The district attorney drew from the
defendant the admission that when he,
Hermann, went on his vacation as com-
missioner of the Land Office, he charged
the Government £ a day for subsistence,
the amount allowed by law when away
on official business. The defendant said
he always combined official business
with his vacation trips.
