The first royalties duo here are the
popular and very democratic King and
Queen of the Land of the Midnight
Sun Haakon and Maud who will be

Following them the King and Queen of
Denmark who have rather disappointed-
us by announcing that their visit is not
to be fully official which means that
there is to be no military display though
there will be a gala performance in the
Opera and a fete in the Palais Elysee

Then we will have the visit of George
the Jolly ruler of Greece who will be
present at the Longchamps racer and
even poor King Peter of Servia having
paid the last installment on his royal

Death of Leo Taxil Who
Story of Devil

WorshipersP-

ARIS April Leo Ttucil the
French writer whoso antlderieal works
caused such d scandal here some years
ago Is dead

He was educated by the Jsults but as
soon as he had left college he

to write pamphlets against the
clergy and was prosecuted for libel for
some of them

After publishing a number of such
pamphlets and a score or more of books
he stated that he had repented of his
wickedness and In HSft asked fr and
received absolution from Pope Leo
XIII

He then turned around and attacked
the French anticlerical party as sav-
agely as he had formerly assailed the
clergy These writings however pro-

duced no effect and most of them were
left on the hands of his publishers

Taxil then published a book the
famous Vaughan who was
supposed to be at the head of a sect of
devil worshipers

Diana was described as the daughter-
of Lucifer but she repented and Car-
dinal Parocchi sent the Papal benedic-
tion to the penitent as It was repre
sented to be a true story

In 1897 Taxil announced that Diana
Vaughan was nothing but a mythical
personage and that he had simply

rowTaxI was ostracized everywhere be
cause of It and died at Sceaux
three years old deserted and alone
