each a valuation of the New Haven

President Mellen on his latest visit to
Washington to consult with President
Roosevelt was accompanied by Chief
Engineer Burns of his road They are
both firmly of the opinion that a fair
physical valuation would do as much
as anything else that could be devised
at this time to allay railroad agitation
and believe that the railroads are cer-
tain to come out of the test with flying
colors Both are confident that the valu
non would show that the railroads are
not seriously overcapitalized Many
of them they believe would bo shown
to be undercapitalized

This question of valuation is showing
symptoms of becoming a sectional issue
Some of the far western lines are al-
leged to be capitalized at figures which
make It doubtful wether they would
bear the test of physical appraisal The
big eastern systems on the other hand
are generally confident that they can
prove that they have more property
valup than is shown by table stock and
bond issues

But the big moneyed interests are
fully expected to make a great effort In-
case the President recommends valua
tion of the to prevent lt and
afterward to assure that it will be made
on a basis favorable to them
