To Wash and Iron Silk

There are many dainty little acces-
sories to the toilet which it is preferable
to have washed at home rather than to
expose them Mo the tender mercies of
the average laundress and a timely hint
on the subject is often as good aa the
proverbial stitch in thus which saves
nine White silk handkerchiefs may be
washed In a lather made of soap Jelly
and water after which they must be
rinsed thoroughly clean in pure water
To add soda to any of the waters would
be fatal and the handkerchiefs must
not be washed in the ordinary sense
that Is by rubbing soap upon them but
merely shaken and moved about hi the
soapy water After being wrung out
they should be wrapped in a clean cloth
and laid aside for a few minutes and

Ironed while still damp Silk ma
terials should never be dried and
damped In the ordinary way as thisgives to white silk a lowish andhas the effect of taking the brilliance
out of colored silk To wash silk stock-
ings tepid water and Castile or some
other white should be used Only
one stocking should be washed at a
time ts it must not remain longer In
the water than is actually necessary
Rinse In cold water wring out and lay
flat on a towel One towel should ac-
commodate about four stockings rollup tightly and leave to dry Afterward
when thoroughly dry the gloss be
renewed by rubbing them briskly witha piece of flannel IX this treatment iscarefully followed the stockings should
look almost like new
