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The Lords in Real Danger

Tile English house of commons
the other day passed on second
reading by a comfortable a
bill which the suffragettes have
been demanding as a sort of con-

solation prize permitting women to
be elected to and to serve on bor
ough and county councils It is
now strongly believed the measure
will get over the third readipg and
be sent to the lords

According to the further
of the veracious London cables

the lords are expected to reject the
measure And right there is where
the lords are getting ready to make
the mistake of their

The government has been
thinking seriously of abolishing the
lords or taking effective steps to
induce them to be good There is so
determined a disposition among the
masses of English to stand by the
lords whom they traditionally so
dearly love that it has not looked
very promising for such a proposal
despite the widespread indignation
over the upper chambers obstinate
attitude

But if tlie peers ever succeed in
getting the suffragettes squarely ar-

rayed against them their finish will
be as plain as the canals on Mars
The haughty upper chamber has
stood off the mere men of Britain
for sundry centuries but it is really
unbelievable that they will survive-
a manifestation of the strenuous
displeasure cf the women It is for
the lords to thing long and prayer-
fully before they contumeliously re-

ject the bill that is about to go up
to thorn

AntiTrust Legislation

There is only one man in the United
States who could advocate squarely
vigorously and effectively the re-

peal of the Sherman antitrust act
as applied to railroads and not
thereby ruin himself in the public
confidence That man of
course is President Roosevelt He
intimated in the Indianapolis speech
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very broadly that such a course
might prove desirable and his fur
ther course in the matter of the
Harriman merger will further indi-
cate what permament position he
may expected to occupy with
reference to this question

The Sherman law and the inter
state commerce acts are about as
mutually assimilable as vinegar and
milk The one says to the railroads

You must compete The others
says to them You must not let us
catch you competing The rail
roads manage to squeak along be
tween the two because both arc im
perfectly developed as yet and
neither is closely construed or ad
ministered But in the end there is
certain to be a collision The Gov-

ernment must adopt one course or
the other and tho time is come
when it must decide which
it shall be It cannot go on always
pretending to see no Inconsistency
between courses that are entirely
different

The Shorman law was not origi-
nally intended to be applied to rail
roads far the excellent reason
among other things that the act to
regulate commerce was expected to
attend to that especial department
of corporate regulation But the in-

terstate commerce law failed to pro-
duce any reul results and the no
tion grew up that something might
be accomplished under the antitrust
act So the latter was applied to
the railroads in the traffic associa
tion eases and reapplied in the
Northern Securities case and the
traffic associations are still doing
business and the Northern Securi
ties system is as much a monopoly
na ever

The President is going to say
something fundamental it is hoped
in his message next December on
this set of questions What he says
is likely to Have very great effect
on the legislation of Congress Every-
thing indicates that Congress will
do about as much as be asks of it if
he asks with sufficient vigor and
that It will do no more under any
conditions

Therefore it is earnestlj to be
desired that tile Presidents advis
era will urge upon him the recogni-
tion that railroads are essentially
dfferent from some other intersts
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that have been combined The
law ought not to have been

applied to them because more
rect drastic and effective means
will reach them These means
should now be devised and the ap
plication of the Sherman law ended

The Georgias Tragedy-

At the time of writing reports
from the explosion in the battleship
Georgia indicate that eight men
have died that three more can
hardly survive their injuries and
that ten others are seriously hurt
some of whom may lose their lives

It was one of those horrors that
seem unavoidably incident to main-
taining a war establishment The
navies of every country have them
the English and French indeed ap-

pear to get a larger share of dis
asters than do the American sea-
men

It is necessary of to go
through now with the inevitable
round of charges and counter
charges of accusations and allega
tions of rumors and investigations-
No results of real importance will
be reached save a justification of
the general conclusion that powder-
is dangerous stuff to handle and
that there is no method yet invented
by which it can be made safe to
friends while dangerous to foes

There seems to be general agree-
ment among the people on the Geor
gia that the huge bag of powder
was ignited by a floating spark that
had wafted back into the turret
and found on the cloth
cover through it in an in-

stant Whether the spark came
from the ships funnels and entered
by way of the ventilation opening at
the top of the turret or whether
it was a product of gunfire and had
floated in through a gun port
the only question on which tho
ships men and officers are uncer

tainThe tragedy of the new Georgia is
one of the worst of its kind that
thp navy has known It will not
claim so large a death list as did
that on the Missouri three years
ago but with this exception its fa-

tality list is the longest claimed in
recent years

It would be an evidence of better
discipline not only In the navy but
also in the public mind if the hys-
teria of criticism and faultfinding-
and determined efforts to find a
scapegoat might in the case of this
disaster be omitted
