ALEXANDRIA UNION

That the labor organizations of the
city are deserting it in its fight for
existence is the ciaim made by the local
branch of the Amalgamated Association
of Street and Eleotric Rallway Em-
ployes of America. This statement by
the members of the association is the
resuit of the refusal of the Alexandria
Trades Counell to cd_clare a boycott
against the Washington, Alexandria and
Mt. Vernon Rallway Company at a
meeting held in the Alexandria National
Bank bullding yesterday afternoon,

The meeting, which was open to the
publie, wag largely attended by the mem-
bers of the Trades Counecil of this city.
There was only one member of the
adjustment committes from the Central
Labor Union of Washington present and
he only made an informal report. Pres-
ident Pretiyman ruled that as the
members of the adjustment committee
were not all present no action could
be taken in regard to the troubles be-
tween the railway company and its
former employes.

The representative of the Central La-
bor Union of Washington, stated that
while thelr unlon was In sympathy with
the discharged employes of the rallway
company they did not think that a boy-
cott of the road would be advisable at
this time, unless some adequate means
of transporting the laboring men of this
city who work in Washington could be
found.

The members of the Electric Rallway
Employes’ Assoclation persisted that
with a shght change in the schedule of
the ferry boat the laboring men could
come back and forth from this clty to
Washington with ease.

It was apparent, however, that it was
the sense of the meeting that no boy-
cott should be declared at present at
least.

It 13 understood that the representa-
tive from Washington will make an in-
formal report of the proceedings at the
meeting of the Central Labor Union in
Washington this evening.
