SEOUL July 27 Backed by a roaring
mob many thousands strong mutinous
Korean troops are trying tonight to ex
terminate every Japanese in Seoul

The rising occurred so suddenly that
the Mikados forces in the Korean capi
tal were taken completely by surprise
The attack was directed llrst against the
police who were fairly swept before
the mobs

The Korean soldiers started the riot-
Ing and the populace quickly Joined
thorn The soldiers were formidable
from their organization and arms which
the Japanese have not yet felt strong
enough to take away

Seven of the finest residences in Seoul
were sacked and destroyed Machine
guns were brought into play and
the mob scattered

Many Japanese have been injured
and among the Koreans the loss in
killed and wounded must have been
heavy though with the fight still In
progress and thq entire city In a tur
moil an accurate estimate of numbers
Is impossible
