Chief interest in the method of
disposing of tickets for the police
benefit fund centered today in the
mystery concerning the failure of
Major Sylvesters instructions about
the disposal of tickets in certain
quarters of the city to be effective

As published in The Times
the superintendent of police

says that he positively prohibited the
sale of seats to suspicious women
Patrolman McDonnell a trusted
veteran of the force and a capable
policeman said without hesitation
that he had sold tickets to such
women

McDonnell Refuses to Talk
A Times reporter this morning

doavorod to obtain a statement
from Patrolman William McDonnell-
as to whether he had ever received
any orders against selling the
tickets to disorderly houses from
his superior officers

He declined absolutely to talk to
the reporter or to have anything to
say regarding the matter today al
though admitting yesterday that he
had sold the tickets in small num-
ber to a number of the women of
his beat adding that he had nothing
to conceal and that his full list
was subject to inspection-

He denied absolutely at that time
that any woman had been forced to
take 25 worth of tickets as alleged
by one of the women

And Precinct Superintendent Too
Capt G H Williams of the First

precinct when asked by a Times
reporter today if he had received
any from headquarters re
garding the nonsale of tickets to
suspicious women and whether lie
had in turn transmitted these
orders to the patrolmen said

BOSTON Aug 3 Five Chinese have
been arrested since midnight charged
with taking part In the murder raid In
Chinatown last night In which three of
their countrymen were Instantly killed
and seven others wounded at least three
of them fatally It was the worst mas-
sacre that ever occured In the Boston
Chinese quarter

At the bottom of it all is a woman
Ohe Fah Wong Chinese slave girl
the fame of whose beauty spread from
Los Angeles to New York until It Is
alleged a rich Chinese merchant

of the On Leong Tongs determined-
to buy her and sent his agent to San
Francisco Mong Duck a Chinese actor

Mong Duck according to rumors cur-

Struck Her on Chin

As she tried to pass him he struck her
a severe blow on the chin and she fell
unconscious to the floor of the halL

More than an hour afterward the fam
llv under the vacant apartment next
door heard the repeated knocks and tap
pings on the floor above then

Unable to break in the doer they went
to the flat next door and young Henry
Xleub swung himself from one of the
fireescapes in the rear to that back of
the vacant nat He found his sister
who had relapsed into unconsciousness
on the floor her taco blue and her
breath fast leaving her

Arrests in Tietschler Case

At about the time this report was
made the police arrested four brothers
in connection with the murder of little
Katie Tfrtschler whose mutilated body
was found in a cellar only a few blocks
from where the attempt was made to
murder Miss Tieub These brothers
owned fruit stead in front of the place
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
