There is no docrease
in activity of the mills and specifica-
tions, especially from railroads, and
saipbullding interests, are very heavy.
In the Cincinnati market the appear-
ance: of some resale iron has had a
rather demworalizing effect and prices
have deciined in that district, so that
$I2 to -$19.50, Birmingham, is freely
quoted by No. 2 foundry spot iron. In
tne East there Is also a wide range of
prices, and in general it may be stated
that prices are to a large extent nomi-
ral, as it is Iimpossible to tell what

would be the result If large buyers were |

to appeal’ in the market. In spite of
the reselling, some iron foundries are
busy and deliveries are being constantly
urged.
