PUTS EARNINGS
JF RAILWAY AT
200 PER CENT

Southern’s Vice Presi-
dent Can't Fix Opera-
ting Cost Definitely.

} In his ezamination before Judge Mont-
‘tﬂme:')-, who was appolnted master to
Ftuke testimony in the North Carolina
rate case, Vice President H. B. Spencer,
of the Southern railway, yesterday gave
$1.03 per train mile as his estimate of
the cost to operate a passenger train
in North Carolina. On this stztement,
Speaker Justice, of the North Carelina
Legislature, today continued the exam-
ination of Mr. Spencer when the hear-
ings began at 1 o'clock.

Mr. Justice took for the basis of his
examination the bstween Golds-
boro and Greensbhoro, N. C.,, ard at-
{ tempted to draw from Mr. Spencer the
c08t of operating between these points
a train made up of two coaches, and en-
gine, and a tender. Many of the ques-
tions ag to specific costs Mr. Bpencer
was unable to answer, while the major-
ity of the others were merely guess work
on his part.

Fixes Cost Per Trip at §s54.27.

Failing to obtain definite information
concerning these details from the vice
president of the Southern, Mr. Justice
arbitrarily fixed the operating cost for
ene trip of the train at $54.27. This
was the result of the compiiation of Mr.
Spencer's own figures which were re-
ferred to by him as being merely the
“wildest surmise.”

Mr. Spencer offered several times to
have accurate figures prepared, but Mr.
Justice was manifestly anxious to pro-
ceed with the examination and fill in
the necessary figures. His questions
and mode of examination were frequent-
Iy met by objection from Captain Thom
c¢f counsel for the Southern.

Estimates Earnings at 200 Per Cent.

Mr. Spencer testified thal coaches on
North Carolina trains carried between
forty-elght and sixty-six passengers.
He sald the first class fare was about
$4.23 and the zecond about $357%. Mr.
Justice struck an avsrage of 3590 for
cne fare, estimated fifty passengers to
each of the two coaches anrd figured up
that hs the cost of operation, according
to his estimate, was $4.27 and the av-
erage recelrtn for one trip amounted
to $350, the Toad’'s earnings per train be-
tween those points amounted to about
200 per cent.
