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Washington is feeling the work of the
post-card flend, although not as badly,
perhaps, as some of the larger cities.

Postmaster Barnes stated this morn-
ing that his office was experiencing
some trouble with the obnoxipus cards,
and that many of them had already
been taken from the malls and referred
to the cnlef postoffice inspector for in-
vestigation and prosecution, where suf-.
ficlent evidence is obtainable.

Reject Many Cards.

It Is stated that the Washington post-
office is withholding from the malls an
average of about forty cards every
week. These cards are extracted from
the mails by the clerks who handls
same, and are then referred to the Post-
master, who, In turn, flles them with
the ¢hlef postoffice inspector.

It is pointed out that the final deter-
mination of wheéther or not a card is
really obnoxious {s with the Judge who

tries the case, and that there has de-
veloped a wide range of opinion in these

ceses, 8o that only the more pronounced
of the questionable cards are withheld
for investigation.

Prosecution Difficult.

It is stated by officials of the depart-
ment that there have been a number of
prosecutions since the post card craze
has been in vogue, but that it is gen-
erally a difficult matter to securs suf-
ficlent evidence vpon which to base
prosecutions, as but few of those whe
send such cards through the maills are
unwise enough to fut anything on thonf
by which the senders thereof might be
traced.

Postal officials point out the fact that
a severe penalty is provided for the
sending of obnoxious matter through
the malls. Section 497 of the postal laws
and regulations statés that every ob-
scene, lewd, or lascivious book, pam-
phlet, picture, paper, letter, writing,
print, or other publication of an inde-
cent character, is declarad to be unmall-
able,

Offenses of this character are punish-
able by a fine of not more than $5,000, or
imprisonment at hard labor not more
than five years, or both.

GAINED §1,000,000

Inspector Ashford’'s Report
Shows $13,166,166 Ex-
pended Last Year.

Higher Pay and Additional
Assistants Are
Asked.

Bullding Inspector Snowden Ashford
has submitted to the Board of District
Commissioners nis annual report of the
Operations of his office. It is shown
that there were 9,900 permits issued dur-
Ing the fiscal year, closed June 30,
1605, calling for an estimated expendi-
ture of §i3.166,166. This is an increase
over the preceding year of $925,271.

In asking for an increase of the force
of bullding inspectors, Mr. Ashford
shows that during the year 5,000 new
bulldings were erected. necessitaing 63,-
‘90 visits by the nine Inspectors in the
Service. He wants the number of in-
gpectors irereased to nineteen, and their
pay from $1.200 to $1,400,
