CHICAGO II A sensational ru-
mor that Attorney General Btmajmrtas
resignation will shortly be announced
alned credence here tonight The In

forjnatlon is derived from sources which
tfve It almost official authenticity The
resignation of the head of the Depart
riient of Justice is said to be impending
because of a coming sudden reversal in
the policy of the Administration in Its
frequently announced determination to
make relentless war upon trusts

The Standard Oil case Is said to have
raised the issue between Attorney Gen-

eral Bonaparte and a high power whi h
must have an inevitable climax in the
retirement of the former

Alton Case Started Breach
The first sign of the breech between

Mr Bonaparte and tfca Administration
was the postponement df the aHnounce
mont of the departments decision in the
question of granting immunity to the
Chicago and Alton railway because it
aided the Government in convicting the
Standard Oil Company the infliction of
the 29000000 fine following

According to disclosures BonajKirte
found that the then district attorney
Charles B Morrison acting for the Jus-
tice Department propiteed Immunity to
the railroad While the present Attor-
ney General regarded tIe as a pardon
able exigency of that prosecution It is
rumored he was amazed to fled that
immunity had also been promised in
every other case against the same com
pany where other railroads Were equally
culpable with the oil company This
would have received Mr Bonapartes
condemnation as an extra assumption of
judicial power by the Justice Depart
ment but it is said he also found that
not only had immunity been granted
half a dozen big trunk Hues whith bad
resorted to rebate abuses for years but
to scores of high railroad officials By
this wholesale immunity granting the
preceding administration of the depart-
ment had practically tied the hands of
the Government
