Wireless Telephony

furnished 1y the several greet tele
phone compaale that baa made the
telephone so popular in this

service than it did to invent the
telephone itself

Tide leads to the point from
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twentiethcentury novelties such as
the wireless telephone becomes ap
parent The beauty of telephone
service lies in the system not in
any particular apparatus
indeed be possible some day to
carry on spasmodic communication
by wireless telephone between Wash
ington and Chicago but the world
that the telephone serves is critical
and arbitrary and accustomed to
the detailed and often valuable in
formation which is furnished by
the central exchanges

The telephone service furnished
today either at long distance or lo
caly is by no means ideal But the
telephone is still young it has
faults that are being overcome little
by little every year brings some
improvement The wireless

will have its special uses no
doubt but it can hardly ever sup
plant its more ordinary and tangi-
ble prototype

stitution to the judiciary included-
no such function as this There is
a long line of decisions in State
