WOULD KNOW LAW

IMPROVE JUSTICE
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Anxious to Secure Definite Infor-

mation as to Extent of Coun

trys Sovereignty
PARTS Aug 1 The various In-

ventors and others interested in aerial
navigation propose an amendment to
international law defining the extent

countrys sovereignty in the air
According to international law a

rounding it extends as far as a cannon-
ball will carry When that law was
enacted the maximum carrying capaci
ty of cannons was between 25000 and
10000 feet It is much greater now
Krupp constructed a cannon that car-
ries more than twenty kilometers over
twelve miles while the latest American
cannon is reputed to carry thirtyfive
kilometers about twentyone miles

As a cannon shooting straight up in
the air carries only half as far as it
does in a horizontal position a states
sovereignty over the atmosphere would
be between six and ten miles if the new
amendment ia adopted
